SUSSEX COUNTY BILLIARD LEAGUE: CAPTAIN’S HANDBOOK 2009-2010

1.
A)
A Maximum of 15 players per team.

B) If a team drops a player, that player can't shoot for another team.  The league will

not reimburse any fees to any player or team that is dropped or quits.

C}
A player added to the roster after the start of the season can play as soon as their entrance fee is collected by a league officer.


D)
Players can be added until DECEMBER 1ST.

2.
The visiting team should be at the host bar by 7:45 if they want their 15 minutes of practice.  If a team shows up late, they lose their practice time.

3.
Matches start at 8:00.  A team can play a match with only 5 players.  The captains can arrange a different starting time.  Do not use bar clocks.

4. If a team is going to be late for any reason, please call the host bar by 7:00.  If weather is a factor the match will be rescheduled for another date convenient to both teams.  Teams are to play all matches through the end of the season, including playoffs if they qualify.

5.
If a match is forfeited in the first half of the season, the winning team receives 13 points. If there's a forfeit in the second half of the season, the winning team receives 13 points or their average, whichever is higher.  The forfeiting team always receives 0.

6.
The singles roster must be completed before the match starts.  The doubles roster must be completed before the start of the doubles.  All entries are to be filled in with either the players first and last names or  “FORFEIT”.  Please write clearly.

7.
If someone other than the listed player shoots, that game will be forfeited.

8.
The host bar will either open their table or supply enough quarters for the visiting teams 15 minutes of practice and the match.  The visiting team will get one free round from the host bar.

9.
A match has 9 singles and 8 doubles games.  Each singles game is worth 1 point and each doubles game is worth 2 points.  Each match has 25 possible points.

10. A player can compete in only 1 singles and 2 doubles games per match.

11. The home team will provide a bridge and cue ball of the same size as the object balls.

12. No coaching is allowed in a singles game.  In a doubles game the partners may talk to each other.  In either case, a player may ask the referees for rule clarifications.

13. Both teams must supply a referee for each game.  Any and all fouls will be called by the referees only.  Referees are expected to know all the rules.  If in doubt, look it up!

14.
Players must be at least 21 years old and present I.D. if requested.
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15.
After the start of the season, each team must have a representative at each captains meeting. If your team fails to have a representative at a meeting, a penalty of one match win will be subtracted from your teams total wins. 

16.
The officers will make all rulings.  If a captain does not agree with their decision, that captain may call a captains meeting within two weeks.  That captain is responsible for setting up the meeting at the next scheduled area and for calling all the other captains and officers.  Give at least one weeks notice for the meeting.  A vote can then be made to overrule the decision.  

17.
Unsportsmanlike conduct is not permitted in this league.  Team captains are responsible for the actions of their players.  Verbal or physical altercations will not be tolerated.  The officers will decide any disciplinary actions.

18.
Player dues and team sponsor contributions are subject to change at the beginning of each season.  The amounts are listed in the season startup letter.  Officers  (president, vice president, and secretary) are not required to pay dues.

19.
If there's a captain change during the season, the league president must be provided with the new name, address, and phone number.

20.
Captains are responsible for getting their score sheets to the league secretary by the Wednesday following a match. If a score sheet isn't received on time, 5 points will be deducted each week until it is.

Individual Singles and Doubles standings are determined by the players winning percentage.  A minimum of 13 singles and 23 doubles games must be played to qualify for those tournaments.

22.
Individuals must play a minimum of 1 game for every team match played to qualify for playoffs.  If a team can play 18 matches, 18 games are required for playoffs (1/3).
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
